LOUNGE AND LIQUOR SALES: Bar hours will fluctuate with the seasons. Your is received from the person in charge to start elsewhere.

guests from out of town are always welcome, but of course, they must be
accompanied by a member. Members may also bring guests from Clarinda and
the surrounding area on Saturday nights and for social events. Members from
other Country Clubs are always welcomed. All Liquor consumed on the premis-
es must be purchased from the club bar. For the convenience of groups or par-
ties that desire to do their own mixing and serving, liquor must be purchased by
the bottle, and service, ice, and mix will be furnished by the club. Special prices
shall be posted by the House Committee. All liquor and beer consumed on the
course must also be purchased from the Club Bar. Any beer purchased at a dis-
count, six-pack price must be consumed on the course.

NO PRACTICE BALLS will be shot on the course proper. NO PRACTICE
CHIP SHOTS OR PRACTICE PUTTING is allowed on regular greens at any
time. Practice greens are provided for that purpose.

KEEP CARTS 15 FEET FROM ALL TEES AND 30 FEET FROM ALL
GREENS. Obey all directional cart signs. Violation could result in temporary
cart use suspension, monetary fines, or other penalties.

RENTAL CARTS are designed for two riders and two sets of clubs only.

Violations of this will result in the loss of cart use AND forfeiture of rental fees.
CLUB HOUSE USE: Arrangements for any meeting, dinner or social gathering

must be made by written request to the Club Manager. Forms are available at
the club. Payment is required to reserve a date. Scheduled club functions will
have precedence.

NO SNOWMOBILES OR SLEDS will be allowed on the course at any time.
Cross-country skis are allowed, but skiers are advised to stay at least 20 feet
from all greens and tees.

GUESTS: Residents of Clarinda school district or Clarinda mailing address are
prohibited as guests unless they are prospective members. Members will not
invite such persons to play golf except on that basis. Two (2) visits by any
prospective member is sufficient for them to make a decision, other than provid-
ed by the Membership Committee. A visit is considered to be regular daily play
and club functions other than an open tournament. (Friday night 2 balls, stags
are examples of club functions)

DO NOT PUT BAGS ON GREENS OR TEES. Wear appropriate shoes on
greens. DO NOT DRAG FEET. NO METAL SPIKES ALLOWED. SHIRTS
MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.

EACH MEMBER OF A GROUP MUST HAVE THEIR OWN SET OF CLUBS.

REPAIR ALL DIVOTS AND BALL MARKS.

GREEN FEES: Register your guests and pay green fees at the bar before play-
ing. The fees are $20.00 for 18 holes and $12.00 for 9 holes. An all day green
fee of $30.00 is available as well as as a 7-day green fee for $80.00. Guests

playing with a member in the same group receive a special rate of $15.00 for 18

holes and $10.00 for 9 holes. The daily and weekly rate remain the same.
